Installation

1. Loosen and remove both lower and upper end link nuts. Push the Swaybar up and out of the way. You
may need to loosen the Swaybar attachment nuts on the frame. If the Synergy brake line relocation
brackets are already installed, unbolt and move them out of the way. See Figure 1.

2. Install the larger lower spacer on both sides between the axle bracket and swaybar end link and hand
tighten the nut.

3. Install the smaller upper spacer on both sides between the swaybar end link and the swaybar and hand
tighten nut.
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4. Torque both top and bottom nuts on both links to 59 ft. Ibs.

Figure 2. Final Torque of End Link Nuts.

5. Re-torque the swaybar nuts to 35 ft. Ibs., if removed. Reinstall the brake line relocation brackets and
torque to 10 ft. Ibs., if removed.

Installation is complete!
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
